The Partnership for Economic Growth begins in Somaliland and anticipates expanding. This program partners with authorities and private sector groups to: 
· Improve the enabling environment for investment by supporting the development of regulatory policies.
· Develop the private sector through skills development and improved access to financial services.
· Advance opportunities for women entrepreneurs through business associations and better access to business development and financial services.
· Strengthen productive value chains, including livestock and fisheries, and possibly others. 
· Identify and support strategic sectors for future investment, including piloting sustainable alternative energy sources.

ASSESS-ANALYZE-PRIORITIZE-DESIGN-IMPLEMENT
Program partnership will begin by identifying gaps in the business environment, services and value chains that hinder economic growth. Two stakeholder conferences will assemble key authorities and private sector groups to prioritize and design projects that channel resources toward economic ventures likely to yield high social and economic rates of return. The assessment will cover all the regions and major cities in Somaliland and the findings will be presented at the first Stakeholders Conference scheduled for June 2011.
