


USAID under the Somalia Dual Track Policy

USAID’s goal in Somalia is to increase stability through targeted interventions that foster good governance and economic recovery and reduce the appeal of extremism.
The US Government Dual Track Policy in Somalia: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The United States is committed to the Djibouti Peace Process and supports the efforts of Somalia’s Transitional Federal Government.  We are also broadening our engagement with regional and local administrations, civil society groups, and clan leaders in Somalia who share the same goals of peace and stability.  This engagement will strengthen implementation of the Djibouti Peace Process and help ensure that no voices are excluded from the peace process.

Track One 
We will continue to support the Djibouti Peace Process and the Transitional Federal Government (TFG) to help it become more effective, to make it more inclusive, and to give it the ability to provide services to its people.  We will also continue to work to strengthen the African Union Mission in Somalia (AMISOM).

Track Two
We are also broadening our engagement with responsible regional and local administrations, civil society groups, and clan leaders in Somalia who seek a voice in Somalia’s future and share the same goals of peace and stability.  

How is USAID supporting these tracks?

Track One 
USAID is working with the TFG and Transitional Federal Parliament to support progress on key transition tasks such as the drafting of the constitution and development of an electoral framework for elections to a permanent government. 
Through the Transition Initiatives for Stabilization (TIS) USAID is working with the TFG and Benadir Regional Administration on quick impact projects in Mogadishu and TFG-held areas such as street lighting, market rehabilitation, and government capacity building.
Track Two
Somaliland:  USAID launched the new Partnership for Economic Growth and the TIS in Hargeisa, with activities such as rehabilitation of community infrastructure and technical assistance to improve key value chains such as livestock and agriculture. 
Puntland:  USAID plans to begin quick impact infrastructure, government capacity building, and community development activities through the TIS program during 2012, 
Galmudug: USAID’s TIS will be opening an office in Gaalkayo during the next year to support the region with quick impact infrastructure, peace and reconciliation, and capacity building.
Across Somaliland, Puntland, Galmudug, and with other emerging administrations:  Education, maternal health, democratization and elections support to regional administrations, local governance capacity building, education improvements, and youth engagement.
