Africa’s textile and apparel manufacturers offer global brands and retailers flexible and competitive sourcing options, while enjoying tariffs savings as large as 33%, thanks to the U.S. African Growth and Opportunity Act (AGOA) and recently signed Economic Partnership Agreements (EPAs) with Europe. U.S. apparel imports from Africa have grown significantly since 2000, reaching $1.3 billion in 2007. 
African manufacturers produce a wide range of clothing using cotton, natural fibers and synthetics that meet the quality standards of leading global brands. Many companies are certified under organic and fair-trade standards. And manufacturers widely comply with international labor and safety standards, including Worldwide Responsible Apparel Production (WRAP).

Manufacturers in other regions often require large minimum orders, but the diversity of Africa’s producers allows buyers to place orders as small as 500–1,000 units per month—or hundreds of thousands of units per month. A growing number of African manufacturers can deliver on lead times of less than 90 days for initial orders (much less for repeat orders).

Doing business with firms in Africa is easier than many imagine. English is widely spoken and key producers are only four to seven hours ahead of the East Coast—and reachable via an increasing number of direct flights from the US.
